Good morning all;

With one leg to Race this weekend only 6 points separate the first 3 teams in their quest to be the proud owner of the new  Opel Corsa Lite 1.4 motor car.

Remember the first 10 positions all win Cash prizes so all is not lost – so try and get into the top 10.

Ideas for next year presently being considered are perhaps having the series increased to four legs – 2 legs on each route in an attempt to make it as fair as possible.    Races to be flown on Yearling races where possible,   and to have Hot Spot prizes on 3(three) of the four legs,  the last leg not being a Hotspot as it would be the decider who wins the big prize.   Feedback re these ideas will be circulated once the Organizing Committee has met and discussed same.   These changes I feel could be exciting for the fanciers and allow fanciers more chance of participating in prizes that the simple “Winner takes all” format of last year.

As the plan is to have a bigger and better series next year we respectfully request you support our endeavors and obtain your rings early from Roger Lodge or book your Baby Rings now already.

Perhaps the EPPU might consider taking over this initiative and running the Car Race as a EPPU presented series – a challenge that was directed to the EPPU three years ago but  still has not taken up the gauntlet that has been thrown.   The reason for this is that this series should become the premier series of the EPPU and should not have to be sanctioned by any single club as is the case now.   The EPPU should/could build the series into something far greater than it is now. This is just an idea we are throwing around and should the EPPU feel that they not up to it – Metro Club will continue to present the series.

The purpose of starting something like this was that no initiative was forthcoming from any party with many such attempts in the past failing.  The track record of the Metro Car Race speaks for itself and has never failed to present the winner with the Grand Prize of a Brand New Motor Vehicle.   2010 will be the 3rd successive year that the winner will walk away with a Brand New Motor Vehicle.    It is now time to try and grow the Series and any ideas in this regard will be more than welcome.   The foundation has been laid so lets make it bigger and better.

Dear Sir/Madam;

The Metro Bakkie Race as it is refered to,    has solicited unprecedented support during  2009/2010,  whereby the club is in the position to in fact pay out a Motor Vehicle and 9(Nine) other Cash prizes for the top 10 finishers in the Car Race Series.

In an attempt to grow the Bakkie/Car Race into something bigger we have decided to extend the series to four legs instead of three – trying to even the playing fields by having two legs on the North Route and two legs on the East Route.

One of the concerns of Fanciers participating is the rule that should they have more Bakkie birds than what the race limit allows,  whilst they are allowed to basket all birds,  the first 10 or 15 birds have to form part of their team competing for Union Points.  They feel and are of the opinion that is weakens their main team they would want to basket to compete for points.

In an effort to accommodate these fanciers and hopefully grow the Race Series concerned we respectfully request the EPPU to review this rule and allow the basketing of the Bakkie/Car birds in addition to the Fanciers team which he would select when competing for points in the Union.   The fancier can then elect to either include the Bakkie/Car Birds in his main team or could then select his main team which will race for points and enter his Bakkie/Car birds as additional entries but who only qualify for the the Bakkie/Car race and not in the EPPU Points sector of those races.  Of course should the fancier elect to enter a Bakkie Bird in his main team then that is his prerogative and should that bird time in in good time and earn points then that pigeon generates not only Union Points but also still qualifies for the Bakkie/Car Race.

We our above request is clear and look forward to a positive response on the matter at hand.

Dear Madam Secretary;

Please put the following forward at your next delegates meeting for discussion amongst members who will hopefully approve this proposal.

The Metropolitan Racing Pigeon Club proposes the following:

Due to the fact that we only have Classic Races in name which are no more a Classic Race than any other race on the Race Programme the Metro Club would like tom propose that the EPPU relook at the Derby Race and consider the following:

Issue Special Derby Rings to members who will purchase these rings from the EPPU at a premium price of eg. R3 per Ring.

The premium between the cost of the ring to the Union and what the Members pay the Union then go into a Prize Kitty to be distributed between the first 3 Competing birds who win the 1st,   2nd    and 3rd places in the Derby Race respectively on a 50/30/20% pro-rata basis respectively.   We do not recommend that a lengthy prize list be offered and that only the first 3 positions enjoy the payout,  as the longer the prize list the more diluted the status of the Race becomes until such time that the Race falls back to where it is at present.

Whilst rings for Next year – 2011 Rings have possibly already been purchased or ordered without the Derby or “D” identification on them,    we would recommend that a certain series of Ring numbers then be made available for Purchase and then from the EPPU Next order that they in fact order a specific ring series clearly marked as Derby” rings.

Important to Note however: ONLY BIRDS RANG WITH DERBY RINGS WILL BE ENTITLED TO PARTICIPATE IN THE “DERBY”RACE AND SHOULD THE MEMBER HAVE NO DERBY RUNG BIRDS HE WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO ENTER THIS RACE – SIMPLE AS IT IS.

This means that members can choose when purchasing their rings if they want to simply purchase all their rings as “Derby” rings so come Derby Race they have a broader choice of Pigeon,   or they could in fact choose to purchase only a selected number of rings – but bearing in mind that only Derby Rung Birds will be allowed to enter the Race and also compete for EPPU points in this specific race – here no concession to be made that members will be allowed to basket any other birds other than Derby rung birds to count for EPPU points – otherwise we will again stand to lose the status of a Classic race – diluting the race into what we fear it is today – which with all due respect is simply just another race on a Race programme.

Forget the antagonists who will say the EPPU Pigeon fanciers will kill the birds should they trap Derby birds or hold onto them because they are well bred or keep onto them and only release after the race has been flown.   Lets not – through such negative views prevent starting up something that can grow into something EPPU could be proud of.   Many will say we did this in the past and it failed – the question is why did it fail and the answer is because Fanciers allowed it to fail – nowhere in any decent organization would you find the “Derby” race in name only,   it is revered as their prestige Race of the year carrying fair Prize money and the winners being elevated to the levels such a victory feat deserves.

We trust the above will be viewed in a favourable light and not again as the majority of the ignorant seem to think that there would be some or other agenda behind such a proposal – the choice is ours – exercise the choice and make a wise decision.
