SALE & RACE RULES
1. All members must place at least one pigeon on auction-compulsory.
All members will therefore qualify for a payout if their bird takes a position in the 1st 5 in the union during the 2011 racing season.

2. If a bird is not sold the donor must buy it back for R50.00 
The reserve price for the birds on auction is therefore R50.00

3. The prize monies on the auction race will be R12000.00 and an additional R1000.00 as the breeder’s stakes for the winning bird only.
Payout will be: 1st R6000.00; 2nd R3600.00 & 3rd R2400.00
All members partake in the auction and therefore expected total income should be higher than during the 2010 season. Therefore the balance of the total income is spread amongst more members.
4. The EPPU will payout all funds generated during the auction.
5. The first 5 positions will win union prizes on all the races listed on the 2011 race program
6. The ratio of payout will be: 5/15; 4/15; 3/15; 2/15 & 1/15 of total monies available AFTER the amount of R13000.00 for the auction race has been deducted.

7. The buyer must, besides his/her name & signature, declare the loft racing name if different from own name, on the invoice.
[For example John Venter buys the bird but he races under the name “John & Son”, the latter must also show on the invoice]

8. A bird must be placed for sale and NOT a ring.
9. Non-flying members may donate a bird/s but must place it in a flying member's loft and is eligible for ONLY the breeder’s stakes.  If he/she purchases a bird it must be placed in a flying loft and negotiate with his/her chosen flying loft owner regarding any monies won by such a bird.  He does not qualify for the breeder's stakes in this case and the union distances itself from their mutual agreement.
10. Auction birds must be paid for ON or BEFORE the day of the auction race.
11. If a dispute arises during the auction of a bird, the auction of that lot will be stopped and re-auctioned. 
12. Each lot will be sealed when the bid has closed and the successful bidder will only be allowed to remove the bird under supervision of a sale committee member.

13. The EPPU Sale Race takes place Week 11, Clocolan 1.

14. The reserve price of R50.00 per bird per member will be charged to the members account should the member fail or choose not to donate a bird.
